Mayotte accepted the award
“on behalf of the millions of women
around the world.” With a vibrant
smile she then called the room to be
“daredevils for peace” Noting, “We can choose
to desecrate our world or to enrich our human
family and our planet... If we garner the moral
and political will to act collectively, polar bears
will have solid ice flows... and people..”

Mayotte truly understands that everything
is political, and everything is moral. In her
best of all worlds everyone would have clean
water, climate change would be addressed, and
refugees could go home - or wouldn't have to
leave home.

Between the awards, Sibylene, a four person
women’s band shared original music.

Then, Santa Barbara City Council Member
and Mayor Elect Helene Schneider presented
Riane Eisler with the 2009 Distinguished Peace
Leadership Award “for her commitment to

Eisler who is an author, social scientist,
